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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study isto gather baseline data on the level of environ-
mental behaviour and outlook of junior science college student in Bidar,
District of Karnataka. A sample of 200 (both male and femal€) was selected
and behaviour and outlook scales were administrated. Accordingly the data
were subjected to statistical analysis. Resultswere clearly indicated thereis
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asignificant difference observed between rural and urban college students
towards environmental issues and also male students have most environ-
mental behaviour and outlook rather than female students.
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INTRODUCTION

Themgor environmenta problemsthat theworld
currently faces such as deforestation, loss of
biodiversity, ozone depletion, global climate change,
pollution and over-consumption of natural resources
directly impactsour ability to devel op economically
while at the sametime sustaining the health of people
aswell asplantsand animals. Asclearly asthe 1972
United Nations Conference of the Environment held
in Stockholm, environmenta awareness hasbeen a
priority of theinternational community who recognized
that economic security and development isdirectly tied
tothe healthy of theenvironment. Asaresult of direc-
tivesfrom the Stockholm Conference, fromwhich the
declaration of the United Nations Conference of the
human Environment was created, the Intergovernmen-
tal Conference of the Human Environmental Educa-
tionwasheldin Thilisi, Georgiain 1977 wherethe

Thilisi Declaration was adopted. Thecritical objec-
tivesof the Thilisi Declaration included heightening
people’senvironmental awareness, sengtivity, attitude
and concernfor the environment, skill and motivation
to act for environmenta improvement and protection,
and participationin solving environmenta problems?.

Againgt thisbackground of growing interestinen-
vironmental education, asurvey was conducted tofind
out theexisting level of environmenta behaviour and
outlook of samplestudentsintheregion of Hyderabad-
Karnataka. It isfundamenta to know how many stu-
dents have already been known, how they feel and
what their responsibilitiesregarding environmental is-
suesand protection.

The need for such information has been recog-
nized in other countries?¥ asit would be useful for
better planning, organization andimplementation of en-
vironmental programmesand projects. In addition, the
information can provide educatorswith someinsight
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into the curriculum content of environmenta educa-

tion.

METHOD

Randomly 200 college students have been taken
assamplefor the current study out of which 100 stu-
dentsfrom urban and rura areas. Further, out of 100
students 50 studentsgovernment and othersprivate col -
leges. Again farther 50 students 25 studentsaremale
and othersarefema e students.

Data collection

For present study researcher were collected total
sampleof 200 P U college studentsi.e., each 100 stu-
dentsfrom urban and rural. Again, 50 studentsmale
and femal ewere sel ected in both government and pri-
vatecolleges.
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RESULTSAND DISCUSSION

Theresultswereindicated that urban studentsand
rura sudentsexhibited gatiticaly sgnificant difference.
Thedatawasanayzed by using Satistical t-test. It was
found that thereisasignificant difference between the
urban and rural college’s students (t =8.924, 6.671 p
<0.01). So, the null hypothesis 1 isregjected. Urban
students have more environmental behaviour and out-
look towardsenvironmental issuesrather thanrural stu-
dents.

Thereisasgnificant difference wereexhibited be-
tween government and private coll ege students. Under
theanalysisof statistical t-test it wasreved sthat there
isasgnificant differenceexhibited between government
and private college student’senvironmental behaviour
and outl ook towards environmental issues(t =4.623,
3.207 p < 0.01). Hence, the null hypothesis 2 isre-
tainedinthestudy.

Alsotherewasasgnificant differencewereexhib-
ited in both male and femal e students of the study area.
From, statistical t-test datait was clear that thereisa
significant difference observed in male and female
student’senvironmenta behaviour and outlook towards
environmenta issuesintheareaof research (t=3.924,
2.985p < 0.01). Thus, the null hypothesis 3was re-
jected.

FINDINGS

(1) Thereisdtatistically significant difference between
rural and urban student’s environmental behaviour
and outl ook towards environmenta issues.

(2) Typeof collegeswith respective (Government and
private) thedifferenceswere also noticed with re-
spect to environmental behaviour and outlook to-
wardsenvironmenta issuesintheareaof study.

(3) Thereisasignificant difference between maleand
femal e student’sto environmental behaviour and
outlook towardsenvironmental issues.

CONCLUSION
Someof thefindingsin the present study may be of

interest to educatorsand haveimplicationsfor curricu-
lum development inenvironmenta educationinregion
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of Hyderabad-Karnataka. The study suggests that
though the students sampled had high environmental
behaviour scores, there are certain areasin which they
werenot adequately informed. Theseandrel ated areas
should be especidly addressed in the college curricu-
lum. Particular attention should be placed on develop-
ingthestudents’ leve of factud environmenta behaviour
whichisrelatively lower than their understanding of
concept and generdlizationsto protect the environmen-
tal issues.
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
